the society of Judea during the period of the Talrmit one time, Jews believed in supernatural reand resorted to
magical powers, but today they depend upon reasanderstand life on earth. There is no historgmof great schism
within Judaism about the nature of truth; there maslay upon which Satan and Heaven and Hell wigiczadly re-
nounced. Over time, Jews simply shifted from sgrterscience as their preferred method of figuonghow the world
works.

American rabbis and scholars have suppressed adgraleof information about ancient Jewish soci&tyey are embar-
rassed by their ancestors’ belief in magic andndition, and they simply do not trust the publisést out for them-
selves Jewish theories about the afterlife or tineefs of evil. American Jews are complicit in thésitizing of Jewish
history. The myth that the Jews of ancient times=vas rational and scientific as people are todegtes the impression
of ancestors whose thinking was similar to thatnoflern American Jews. It's easier to revere ancagés who spent
their days discussing moral values and principfelewish law than ancestors who routinely pronodrineantations to
ward off witchcraft. The myth that Judaism was foed by rational people helps to preserve a noticgheosacredness
of its ancestral generations.
